Approval of Minutes

Minutes for the 10/1/2013 meeting were unavailable, so approval was held over to the next meeting.  

Mail/Announcements

Clark Corvair sent a copy of confirmation of filing its Certificate of Compliance with the Registry of Deeds.

Building Permits/BOH Reports
The building permits for the following projects were reviewed and approved:
· Michael Cohen & Patricia Collins, 29 Old Village Rd, foundation repairs to existing barn

· Allan & Cynthia Smith, 28 Reynolds Rd, construction of new barn

· Dave & Helen Thompson, 88 Frank Manners Rd, additions to an existing house

Forest Cutting Plans
A Forest Cutting Plan was received for the Wheeler property on Little Mohawk Rd.  It was noted that review by the state forester was not indicated, yet several members of the Commission commented that logging is already underway.  Tom will contact Allison Wright regarding her review.
Miscellaneous Matters

Certificates of Compliance.  Tom Miner distributed a list of Notices of Intent and Orders of Conditions going back to 1999 that he got from DEP (copy attached).  He cited the Clark Corvair situation in which a 1992 Order of Conditions (OOC) impeded a pending property sale as it was still on the deed.  It illustrates the problem for landowners who have not requested a Certificate of Compliance once their project was completed.  At issue is whether the Commission should contact landowners to remind them of the need to clear their title.  It was agreed that this is a landowner responsibility and did not warrant action by the Commission.
Public Meetings
RDA for First Congregational Church, 22 Common Rd, installation of a new septic system.  The public meeting was opened at 7:45 PM.  Thom Simmons described the project.  The new Title 5 septic system would be 50 feet from the boundary of wetlands adjoining the site.  The old septic tank will be crushed and removed.  There are significant site constraints requiring a raised, pumped system.  Thom recommended a Negative 5 Determination citing the Title 5 exemption (310 CMR 10.03(3)), seconded by Tom Miner.  The Determination was unanimously approved, with Allan Smith abstaining as he prepared the RDA for the church.  The public meeting was closed at 8:05 PM.
RDA for Edith Mehiel, 10 Deerfield Ave, regrading an existing parking area and installation of an underground electric service connection (the property and building is the old Mole Hollow Candle works).  The public meeting was opened at 8:10 PM.  Tory Smith, representing Edith Mehiel, described the project, which would involve adding limited fill to level the parking area and create a gravel path to the back door.  The electric service connection is to a sub-panel across Deerfield Avenue from the parking lot.  He has discussed the work with both the town Highway Department and the village Water and Sewer Commission, and received their approval.  Tom Miner recommended a Negative 2 Determination based on his consultation with Mark Stinson at DEP, seconded by Allan Smith.  The Negative 2 Determination was unanimously approved.  The public meeting was closed at 8:25 PM.
The meeting was adjourned at 8:35 PM.
