3---- Code of conduct for users of the Cowell Gym - Bill Buck not present, for now existing town version will stand as-is on bulletin board
4---- West County Soccer representative - none present, Brad will try to reach out again to Tina Miller and Jake Thurber to have them attend a meeting to discuss user-fees and do such things as clarifying which league(s) and practices are part of West County Soccer/Shelburne Rec as well as the fact the Rec committee actively supports programs where everyone plays (no tryouts) and participants develop skills through drills and scrimmages.
5---- Updates (and follow up on future events/projects)
                * River trail - full grant of approx. $4k for feasibility study, existing trails maintenance, and other items was awarded to Franklin Regional Council of Governments (FRCOG) with Franklin Land Trust as primary drivers in conjunction with Shelburne Rec, Open Space, and other town groups - expected as soon as potentially October 2018 to include building specs and rights-of-way verifications - Josh Ryan of Timber and Stone LLC
                * Town website - updates and posting credentials expected on or about 9/18/2018 per new webmaster - ensure Bill Buck info updated for Cowell access
                * In-town skating rink - will need Fire Chief, Shelburne Falls Water District and approved volunteers needed to make it possible - need to check with Selectboard and investigate any permitting issues
                * Arms Field scoreboard - Nothing to report
                * Halloween dance - Carol Foote would like to be prime volunteer with Diane in organizing - must find non-profit (not sure of other than 501(c)3 qualify) partner for liquor license, deadline is approximately 10/01/2018 - possibly Footlights at the Falls
                * First Night – over time the participants got younger and included more from out of town.   1st year had approx. 50 in attendance (K-6 BSE youth and their parents plus a few seniors) - final 2 years up to 90 attendees primarily with ages 4-8 from 5-8pm but included many beyond the BSE community - expected future participation for this type of event will be K-3 aged kids - Doug Martin would be willing to provide future organizers guidance in holding the event - FB page as advertising for organizers with Norman 413-625-2904 as contact - nominal fee for non-residents potential.
                * Road access to Wilcox Hollow - Alan Harris would like Rec Committee support for access road maintenance - what does he need regarding a letter or other support, he has not attended a meeting - not consistently passable by road drivers - Norman and Diane will draft letter to submit to selectboard
                * Other updates - some damage to basketball hoops, Bill identified the unofficial users of the Cowell Gym and educated them that unauthorized use is unacceptable - Rec committee would like to address why these minors would potentially be allowed in, even with proper key support, given that their history of access - investigate white rubber arc markings, volleyball stanchions need new rubber or felting for bottoms (approximately $120/pair) and explore new damp sweeping equipment possibility
