Shelburne Recreation Committee Meeting Minutes for March 17, 2022

1---- Approve/review meeting minutes for December – will approve via email

2---- Ice skating debrief – unable to start until January 15th because of weather.  Tarp purchased for this year made a BIG difference and allowed skating through March 15th.  Despite the late start and cloudy weekends Stefan had 88 visitors.  Thank you, Stefan!
3---- Mohawk Trail Woodland Partnership grant – we could write a grant (max. award of $20,000) to possibly set up an outdoor skating rink or put in a fitness trail in town.  We discuss this and decide to pursue the idea of putting in a rink in the outfield of the softball field at Arm’s Academy.  Norman will ask for approval from the Selectborad on March 28th.  If they approve Diana will reach out to towns like Conway, Whately and Greenfield to see what’s involved.  It’s due by April 27th, and we’d need to have the board approve it by their April 25th Selectbord meeting.
4---- Cowell status and schedule

The Cowell is now open.  Cowell Youth Basketball and Charlemont Academy are finished for the season.  We can approve programs and groups to use the gym but the ultimate decision will be made by the Selectboard.  They will also determine mask usage.   We approve adult drop-in programs ($5 per participant) for basketball, volleyball and pickleball, and Jake Thurber’s futsal request ($55 per session if a private event).  Norman will present these requests to the Selectboard at their March 28th meeting.
5---- Cowell director report – Bill is unable to join us.  Bill let Norman know that he can no longer access the rec. committee’s email list serve which was stored on Mailchimp.  He’s working on recovering it.
6---- Girls softball – Norman will post something via BSE to see if there’s interest.  If there’s interest, Stefan is willing to help out.
