3---- Updates
*Community Preservation Act – will be brought up at Town Meeting
* Town elections in the Cowell – June 10th to 15th
*outdoor pickleball court – still haven’t heard back from Vermont Recreational about when they’ll paint the lines for our pickleball court.  After checking in with Jackie Walsh and Jay Readinger we’ll go with the three overlapping court layout.  It will use some existing tennis lines and one court , which will overlap with the other two, will use the tennis net.  The lines will be either a dark green or yellow.
* Mohawk Trail Woodland Partnership grant – grant submitted on 4-27-22.  $13,000 for leveling the softball field in preparation for putting in a skating rink, and $7,000 to help pay for the OpenSpace and Recreation Plan renewal.
4---- Countryscape proposal for Arms Field – it was received after the grant was written.  The estimate is for $15,000 plus just to level the infield.  We’ll discuss this more if we get the grant.

*Communications strategy – maybe use our Mailchimp account along with our recreation committee Facebook page.  Diana is given editing privileges  to both the Mailchimp account and the town website.  She wants the recreation committee information on the town website to be updated.  Currently it only is up to date for meetings and minutes which Norman does.
* Jay Readinger wants to start a drop-in pickleball program at the Cowell’s outdoor courts.  We agree to set aside the tennis courts from 9 am to 12 noon on Sundays, Tuesdays, and Thursdays.  We’ll advertise this and post a sign on the court once they choose a start date.
*Diana has been noticing dogs with their owners inside the tennis courts!  She’ll contact the Shelburne Police, and let them know this is prohibited and encourage them to look for this on their drive-bys.
