Selectmen’s Meeting Minutes

7:00pm
Call to Order: Chairman Joseph Judd called the meeting to order.  Other members present: John Payne and Robert Manners.

Media Present: None

Acceptance of Meeting Minutes: John brought forth a motion to accept the minutes of May 29, 2014 as presented.  Bob seconded the motion.  Motion carried unanimously.

Noteworthy News:

· Kinder Morgan Pipeline Discussion, June 3, 2014, 5:30 pm, Greenfield Community College

· The 26th annual River Fest will take place on Saturday, June 7, 2014.

Department Liaison Reports:

Police Department – Buckland-Shelburne’s Elementary School’s Principal, Joanne Giguere has contacted Chief Walker to express interest in having Shelburne’s Police Department share space at the school.  John would like to coordinate a meeting with Superintendent Buoniconti, Principal Giguere, Chief Walker, and members of the Select Board to discuss.  Other potential locations to explore include the Senior Center (if they were to locate to the elementary school) and the Visitor’s Information Center (a town owned building).
John also reported that members of the police department have attended Narcan training; a direct result of the growing heroine problem in Franklin and Hampshire County.

Town Office – preliminary discussions with the Building Inspector revealed the need to retain the services of an architect to prepare a design schematic for the reconfiguration of Memorial Hall’s bathrooms.  The reconfiguration, once implemented, will comply with accessibility requirements.  Local architect, Brian Devriese has agreed to provide a schematic design for a fee of $750.  John presented a motion to approve a fee for $750 for design services.  Bob seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  
Highway Department – Street sweeping is complete and the department has begun work on Taylor road.  Joe briefly discussed ongoing problems amongst crew members.  Certain individuals are not getting along and their behaviors are having an effect on morale and productivity.  In at least one instance, Joe is recommending an oral warning.  In another instance, Joe will contact Town Counsel to see if the incident warrants a more serious reprimand.
Senior Center – Joe reported that Director, Cathy Buntin will meet with the Consortium representatives to discuss ongoing ideas for relocating the Center.

OLD BUSINESS:

Proposed Police Department Relocation – see department liaison report.

Memorial Hall Bathroom Reconfiguration Project – see department liaison report.

Parking Ban RE: Installation of Blue Lights – Joe reported that two lights shall be installed soon.  He is still trying to identify a second location in the village; using a streetlight to feed power to the light.

NEW BUSINESS:

Quotes for Purchase and Installation of a Digital Dialer for Memorial Hall – Terry obtained two quotes for the purchase and installation of a digital dial-up system for Memorial Hall.  The quotes were as follows:

Bob presented a motion to accept the proposal from New England Fire & Safety in the amount of $595 for the purchase and installation of a digital dialer at Memorial Hall.  John seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.  In a letter dated May 27, 2014, Fire Chief, Richard Bardwell is recommending that the Board plan to purchase and install similar devices for the Cowell Gymnasium and the Arms Library in subsequent years as the District plans to decommission the existing municipal master box system in the future.

FRCOG Professional Services Agreement RE: Memorial Hall Roof Replacement Project – Terry obtained a quote from the FRCOG for procurement services relating to the Memorial Hall Roof Replacement Project.  In response, the FRCOG presented a professional services agreement in the amount of $1,200.  Their services would include solicitation and pricing from at least three architects; the compilation of a bid package; and all services relating to bid review, bid award, and contract development for construction services.  Given the level of expertise needed for these types of projects, Bob presented a motion recommending that the Board accept the FRCOG’s Professional Services Agreement in the amount of $1,200.  John seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.
FY’12 CDBG Grant Extension Request – the Board voted the following motions:

· Subject to DHCD’s approval, Bob presented a motion to extend Breezeway Farm Consulting contract for grant administration until October 31, 2014 in order to oversee the completion of the FY’12 Siding Repair Project at Highland Village in Shelburne.  There will be no additional costs associated with the contract extension.  John seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

· Subject to DHCD’s approval, John presented a second motion to extend the subgrantee contract with the Shelburne Housing Authority until October 31, 2014 in order to complete the FY’12 Siding Repair Project at Highland Village in Shelburne.  Bob seconded the motion.  Motion passed unanimously.

Following acceptance of both motions, Joe signed the CDBG Budget and Program Revision Form seeking a program extension thru September 30, 2014.

GSFABA RE: Placement of Off-Premise Sign – Representatives of the GSABA are seeking permission to place a off-premise sign at the intersection of Route 2 and Mechanic Street on behalf of Shelburne Farm & Garden; who planted and will maintain the flower garden located there.  Because Shelburne’s zoning by-laws do not allow off-premise signs, the Board decided to take no action.
D.I. Jacobs & Consulting, Agreement for Services RE: Wage and Classification Study – Terry will provide each of the Selectmen with a copy of the agreement for their review.  She will also invite consultant, Don Jacobs to meet with the Board on June 16th.
OTHER BUSINESS:

Greenfield Savings Bank RE: Brick Sidewalk – Following renovation of the Greenfield Savings Bank, the contractor replaced an area of concrete sidewalk with a bricks.  Since the sidewalk installation, bank officials have spoken to various town officials regarding their dissatisfaction with the materials used.  In recent conversations, it became apparent that the Tree Warden instructed the bank’s contractor to use brick.  Members of the Select Board were not aware nor did they sanction the Tree Warden’s instructions.  In an effort to address concerns, Joe agreed to facilitate a meeting with bank representatives, the Tree Warden, the Highway Superintendent, members of the Tree Committee, and members of the Selectboard on Wednesday, June 4th at 4:00pm, in front of the Greenfield Savings Bank.
Bridge Street Sidewalk (near Rethreads) – the owner of the Bridge Street Beauty Salon recently contacted the Highway Department asking that an area of sidewalk near Boswell’s Books be marked with florescent paint after an elderly patron almost fell on the uneven sidewalk.  Although the highway department responded promptly, it has become apparent that the area of sidewalk is an accident waiting to happen.  Following a brief discussion, members of the Board agreed to invite both the Tree Warden and the Highway Superintendent in to the June 16th meeting to discuss tree removal and sidewalk repair.
Emergency Management RE: Storage of Emergency Supplies – Emergency Management Director, Chris Myers is seeking permission to store surplus emergency supplies at the Cowell Gymnasium.  While the Board is supportive of the request, Joe would like to speak with the Recreation Committee first.  If members of the Recreation Committee approve the request, the Town will issue a key to Mr. Myers.

PUBLIC COMMENT: Susan Stark thanked members of the Select Board for a job well done.  Jon Stark asked about responsibilities associated with the appointed position of Sewer Commissioner.
