Selectmen’s Meeting Minutes

May 18, 2015

2:00 pm

Call to Order: Chairman Payne called the meeting to order.  Other members present: Joe Judd, Robert Manners, and Town Administrator, Terry Narkewicz. 
Media Present: None.

Acceptance of Minutes: Joe made a motion to accept the minutes for May 4, 2015. Bob seconded the motion which carried unanimously.
Noteworthy News:    Today is Election Day.
Department Liaison Reports: None reported.
Public Comment: None.  

Appointments:

2:00pm Emily Crehan, Recreation Director and Thomas Rabideau RE: Use of Cowell Gym - Emily provided the board with a packet containing a space design, Thomas’ CORI Acknowledgement Form, proof of insurance, and a preliminary lease agreement.  Emily told the board that after speaking with the building inspector they learned if Thomas simply paints the walls and attaches mats to the walls, the work would not require a building permit.  Emily noted doors that would require locks.  Thomas is planning to use the space three afternoons a week.  Following a discussion by the board Joe made a motion to approve the “Geeky Guild” project to be held at the Cowell Gymnasium with a lease fee of $450 per year and a change in the lease wording to state the space “shall be” restored instead of the wording “entitled to” should Thomas abandon the venture.  Bob seconded the motion which carried unanimously.

2:30 p.m. Norman Beebe RE: Requesting Board’s Approval for Recreation Committee to Explore the Creation of a Town Playground - Norman stated the committee is looking into the possibility of creating a town playground.  The committee is looking at a couple of different sites and will look to fund the project via grants.  The board encouraged the Recreation Committee to explore the concept and when ready; come back to the Board with definitive plans, cost estimates, funding options, etc.  Norman indicated that it is not the intent of the Recreation Committee to seek town funds for this project.  
Old Business: 
Memorial Hall Bathroom RE: Single Unisex Bathroom: Bob reported that the contractor has not been on site for over a week. Ward Plumbing is expected to arrive this week.
Final Review of Transfer Station Policy & Attendant’s Responsibilities: Joe moved to accept the transfer station policy and the responsibilities of the transfer station attendant as presented.  Bob seconded the motion; motion carried unanimously.

Landscape Partnership Program: John recused himself from the vote and discussion as he is an interested party in the program.  Joe presented a motion for the Shelburne Board of Selectmen in support of the Landscape Partnership Program.  He further recommended that the Select Board and Conservation Commission participate as municipal co-holders of any Conservation Restrictions developed under the Landscape Partnership Program administered by the Massachusetts Executive Office of Energy and Environmental Affairs. Bob seconded the motion.  The motion passed with two in favor; and one abstention. 

New Business:

Jim Stacy, Transfer Station Attendant RE: Request for Six Week Leave of Absence -  Joe made a motion to approve Jim Stacy’s request for a six week leave of absence beginning in mid-June.  The town’s assistant transfer station attendant, Joe Giard will provide coverage during Jim’s absence.  Bob seconded the motion; motion carried unanimously.

Buckland Recreational Committee RE: May 30th Boot Drive Fundraiser: -Joe made a motion to approve the Boot Drive Fundraiser on Bridge Street.  Bob seconded the motion; motion carried unanimously. 

GSFABA RE: RiverFest June 6th, 2015 RE: Parade Permit and Closing Baker Ave. - Bob made a motion to approve the RiverFest parade and the closing of Baker Ave.  Joe seconded the motion; motion carried unanimously.

Steve Finck, Cub Scout Pack 85 RE: Parade Permit for July 4th - Joe made a motion to approve the July 4th parade permit.  Bob seconded the motion; the motion carried unanimously.

FRCOG Finance Committee Representation: Joe made a motion to approve John as the designated representative of the Board to the FRCOG Finance Committee.  Bob seconded the motion. The motion carried with two approvals; John abstained in the vote.
Roy Smith, VFW Post RE: Request Parade Permit for Memorial Day: Joe made a motion to approve the Memorial Day parade permit for May 25th.  The parade will begin on the Buckland side of the bridge at 10am. Bob seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Board Responds to Police Chief’s Medical Issues: Following a discussion by the Board, Bob presented a motion placing Police Chief, Steven Walker in an administrative role for the police department while addressing medical concerns relating to his vision.  This change is effective immediately and will remain in effect until further notice.  Chief Walker’s salary will remain status quo.  Joe seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Joe presented a subsequent motion designating Sergeant, Gregory Bardwell as the “Officer in Charge.”  Sergeant Bardwell will receive a $1.25 an hour raise until further notice.  This change is effective immediately upon Officer Bardwell’s acceptance.  Bob seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

John and Steve will draft a press release. 
Any Other Business:

Pipeline Issues: Joe briefly discussed Town Meeting’s unwillingness to allocate funds for technical and legal expertise relating to the proposed pipeline.  The discussion will continue as the project potentially moves forward.

Special Town Meeting: Joe presented a motion to hold a Special Town Meeting on Wednesday, June 3, 2015 at 7 pm in Memorial Hall to appropriate funds for the MTRSD’S  FY16 operating budget.  Bob seconded the motion.  The motion carried unanimously.

Farewell to John Payne - Joe and Bob recognized that this would be John's final meeting with the Board as Selectmen. They thanked him once again for his invaluable service of 9 years to the BOS and to the Town of Shelburne.
