A letter, dated July 1, from the Conservation Commission, stating their approval of the Topolski Special Permit:
A packet of photos of the AT&T balloon test, from Kelly Archer, received on June 26;
A letter, dated July 8, from Anderson Kreiger, attorneys for AT&T, withdrawing AT&T's application for a cell tower.

The Board discussed Shelburne Zoning Bylaw Section 16.10 and whether it was intended to override section 4.1, or just the other requirements of Section 16. Also discussed were principal uses versus accessory uses. The Board discussed whether the bylaws are keeping up with changing technology or whether bylaw changes are necessary. Anyone wanting to build a cell tower in Shelburne is likely to want it in a rural area, which would require a separate lot, one that is not used primarily for agriculture. Discussion followed on whether the current bylaws contradict themselves, regarding cell tower placement.
The Board next discussed the letter received from Anderson Kreiger, attorneys for AT&T, requesting permission to withdraw, without prejudice, its application for a Special Permit in accordance with Shelburne Zoning Bylaws Section 4.3, 6.0, 6.6, 16.1, 16.3, and 16.5; and waivers pursuant to Section 16.10; and variance pursuant to Section 15.2.1.2 of the bylaw from Section 4; and any other relief within the jurisdiction of the Zoning Board of Appeals - so as to construct a commercial radio service facility and tower, on property currently owned by Hagers Farm Market Realty, LLC, located at 69 Colrain Shelburne Road (Map 28, Lot 10). 
A motion was made by John, seconded by Michael, to allow New Cingular Wireless PCS, LLC (AT&T) to withdraw their application for a Special Permit in accordance with Shelburne Zoning Bylaws Section 4.3, 6.0, 6.6, 16.1, 16.3, and 16.5; and waivers pursuant to Section 16.10; and variance pursuant to Section 15.2.1.2 of the bylaw from Section 4; and any other relief within the jurisdiction of the Zoning Board of Appeals - so as to construct a commercial radio service facility and tower, on property currently owned by Hagers Farm Market Realty, LLC, located at 69 Colrain Shelburne Road (Map 28, Lot 10), without prejudice.
