All agreed he would be missed and that his leaving is a huge loss to the Board. Conflict of interest issues played a large part in John's decision. Discussion followed on conflict of interest and the perception of same. In small towns it is hard to get people to commit to boards and committees, especially if doing so could affect their businesses.

The meeting recessed at 7:39 p.m. for the purpose of a public hearing for Sarah Holbrook and Abbot Cutler. Joe left the meeting, recusing himself due to a conflict of interest.

The meeting resumed at 8:10 p.m.

A motion was made by Michael, seconded by Noah, that based on the fact that the applicant is altering and extending an existing non-conforming dwelling under Shelburne Zoning Bylaw 10.1.2 a variance is not required.

A motion was made by Michael, seconded by Noah, that based on the fact that the Zoning Board of Appeals finds that in accordance with Shelburne Zoning Bylaw Section 10.1.2 that Cutler and Holbrook's request to alter and extend by 10' an existing non-conforming dwelling, located at 98 Main Street, in accordance with their request, dated June 13, 2016, by reconstructing the barn on its existing footprint and adding a 10x23' deck to the rear (west) side, is not substantively more detrimental to the neighborhood than the existing non-conforming structure.
