The meeting recessed at 8 p.m. for the purpose of a hearing for Molly Cantor.

The Board discussed the Special Permit Hearing for Molly Cantor. This hearing presented much of the same information as was given at her original hearing on June 2, 2016 
A motion was made by Chris Macek and seconded by Michael Parry, that the Board vote to grant a dimensional variance, to section 5.2, in accordance with Shelburne Zoning Bylaw 5.2.1.2, to the minimum lot area in the Village Commercial District to allow for the reuse of the lot, which is 15,933 square feet, for construction of a retail structure as described on plans prepared by Vreeland Design Associates dated June 2, 2016.

A motion was made by Michael Parry, seconded by Chris Macek, that the Board vote to grant a dimensional variance in accordance with Shelburne Zoning Bylaw 15.2.1.2 to the side yard setback of section 5.2 to permit the applicant to construct a driveway within 0' of the westerly lot line, in lieu of the 10' required by footnote (c); and further to grant a variance to reduce the front yard setback of sections 11.2 to allow for parking within 5' of the front yard setback (street line) in lieu of the 10' stated in the section, as described on plans prepared by Vreeland Design Associates dated June 2, 2016.

A motion was made by John Taylor, seconded by Chris Macek, that the Board vote to modify the parking requirements of Shelburne Zoning Bylaw Section 11.1, based on the proposed use and location, and as allowed by said section, to require four (4) off street parking spaces as laid out in plans prepared by Vreeland Design Associates dated June 2, 2016.

1) approval of a curb cut must be obtained from the proper authorities.
