Chair Joe Palmeri called the meeting to order at 7:05 p.m.
Discussion was held on the Mike Skalski application. Mike has withdrawn the portion of the application that was to be sited in the Rural Agricultural District. An abutter has requested, via the Planning Board, that more screening is needed. The screening shrubs/trees will, initially, not hide everything, but once they are grown should be adequate.

A motion was made by Chris Macek, seconded by Eric Lucentini, that based on the information collected and the fact that the portion of the application for a facility for bulk storage and/or warehousing in the Rural Agricultural District has been withdrawn, that the Board grant a Special Permit, to allow storage units in the Industrial District on property located at 267 Main Street (Map 25, Lot 7.2), subject to the following conditions:

1) evidence of approval of curb cut must be obtained from the proper authorities;

2) screening must be installed following the landscape plan created by Austin Design, Inc. and Joan S. Rockwell & Associates, dated February 3, 2017 and revised on May 9, 2017;

3) an approved storm water management plan, signed by a certified and registered engineer, must be completed and implemented prior to the issuance of a Certificate of Occupancy.
