At 7:33 p.m. a motion was made by Chris, seconded by Eric, to recess the meeting for the purpose of a public hearing for Arrow Auto Sales (John DeSotle).

The meeting resumed at 8:19 p.m.

Discussion on Arrow Auto Sales’ application included the number of cars to be allowed and where on the property the cars should be located. The Board was not comfortable having cars in front of the old, disused cabins on the property. Discussion also included traffic patterns, keeping a fire lane clear, repairs to vehicles, detergents and chemicals, snow removal, and lighting.

A motion was made by Eric and seconded by Chris, that the Board grant a Special Permit, to John DeSotle – Arrow Auto Sales to operate a used car business at property located at 1105 Mohawk Trail (Map 23D, Lot 33), subject to the following conditions:

1) The number of vehicles be limited to 15;

2) Vehicles need to stay on the existing gravel area, substantially within the spaces labeled 1-15 as shown on Exhibit 1;

3) Sixteen (16) feet of unobstructed graveled thruway must be left in front of the vehicles so as to allow two-way traffic;

4) Adequate access must be left to allow emergency and delivery vehicles to reach the back of the existing Arrowhead Shops;

5) No automotive repairs may be done on site;

6) No detergents or chemicals may be used when washing vehicles;

7) No snow is to be deposited in the adjacent wetland;

8) All lighting should be directed on to the property, not on to Route 2 or adjacent properties.
