A motion was made by Eric, seconded by Michael, to approve the June 6 meeting minutes, as amended, by changing 66% to 96% wherever it appeared in the document.

The meeting resumed at 7:33 p.m.
The Board felt that all of the conditions listed in the previous Special Permit for this project had been met. This addition will not change the footprint of an already approved building. 

A motion was made by John Taylor, seconded by Eric Lucentini, to grant a new Special Permit, to Michael Skalski, to allow a one-bedroom apartment to be located on the second floor of a previously permitted commercial building, located at 237 Main Street (Map 25, Lot 7.2). The original Special Permit for this property, granted on May 18, 2017, is not being amended or changed.
