ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS

MEETING MINUTES AUGUST 6, 2020
A duly posted meeting of the Shelburne Zoning Board of Appeals was held via Zoom, on August 6, 2020.

Chair pro temp Noah Grunberg called the meeting to order at 7:15 p.m.

The meeting recessed at 7:16 p.m. for the purpose of a Public Hearing for Hilltown Lodge, LLC
The meeting resumed at 8 p.m.
The Board agreed to deliberate. It was felt that on-site supervision was important and discussed that in detail.  
This project will provide lodging for people who will utilize local stores and businesses. The need for additional lodging has been apparent.

The project will not require any new curb cuts. There is adequate on-site parking. The applicant has stated he will improve the driveway and make it safer.

Water and sewer systems are in place and are private. The applicant will upgrade the electrical system. 

There is expected to be little increase in town services. The renovation of the building will increase the tax base. 

The shape of the building will not change significantly and there is not expected to be an effect on surface or groundwater runoff. All runoff will be contained on the property. No additional impervious surfaces will be created.

There will be a sign identifying the property. The applicant will adhere to all sign regulations.

A motion was made by Michael and seconded by Eric, that the Board grant a Special Permit, to Hilltown Lodge LLC/John Lauricella to convert a former nursing home to an inn, at property located at 904 Mohawk Trail (Map 17, Lot 46), based on the plans and application as presented on August 6, 2020, with the following conditions:

1) A staff member must be on site from Thursday through Sunday, whenever guests are present.
2) A staff member must be on site at any time when alcohol is being made available,

3) At all other times, if guests are on site, a staff member must be available and able to respond to the premises within 30 minutes.

4) While hiking and biking trails are allowed, motorized vehicles are prohibited on the trails.

5) Abutting property boundaries must be suitably marked by the property owner and guests must remain on the property of the Inn.

6) The number of units shall be limited to seven.

7) On-site parking must be provided for all guests.

Abstentions: Palmeri recused as an abutter.


Motion passed: 4-0-0
At 8:50 p.m. John moved that the meeting be adjourned. Michael seconded this. The vote was unanimously in favor.
