The meeting recessed at 7:15 p.m. for the purpose of a Public Hearing for Rob Mitchell, Inc.
The meeting resumed at 7:32 p.m.
The Board agreed to deliberate. The only issue was the number of vehicles that would be allowed on site but the proposed number of four or five seemed reasonable.
This project will provide another viable business in the town. The project will not require any new curb cuts. There is adequate on-site parking. The existing driveway has been used by large vehicles for many years without problems. Water and sewer systems are in place and are private. There will be no changes. There is expected to no increase in town services. The shape of the building will not change and there is not expected to be an effect on surface or groundwater runoff. There are no plans for a sign identifying the property. If a sign is later installed the applicant will adhere to all sign regulations.

A motion was made by Eric Lucentini and seconded by Noah Grunberg, that the Board grant a Special Permit, to Rob Mitchel, Inc. to sell used vehicles, at property located at 855 Mohawk Trail (Map 17, Lot 47), based on the application as presented on January 14, 2021, with the following conditions:

1) No vehicles shall be located outside of the existing gate.
2) The existing screening vegetation shall be substantially maintained in its current state.

A letter and been received from Thomas Johnson wanting to appeal the Building Inspector’s decision on a building permit sought by Andrew Quient. The Building Inspector had approved Mr. Quient’s plan. Mr. Johnson had requested a meeting with the ZBA. Joe felt that an actual hearing was the proper way to handle this. Faye had sent Mr. Johnson the necessary application.

Discussion took place concerning the Trading Post on the Mohawk Trail. The property has been sold to Mike Skalski. He would like to keep the two large signs, which are grandfathered. He wanted to change one of the signs to advertise something in another town. That would not be allowed. 

A proposed project from Becky Ashenden had been denied by the Building Inspector as of September 29. Ms. Ashenden has not completed an application for a Special Permit.

At 8:25 p.m. Chris moved that the meeting be adjourned. Noah seconded this. The vote was unanimously in favor.
