The meeting recessed at 7:18 p.m. for the purpose of a Public Hearing for James Boehmer.
The meeting resumed at 7:58 p.m.
The Board agreed to deliberate. The only issue was not knowing the exact size of the floor space for the proposed project. If the space was greater than 3,000 square feet a Special Permit would be required instead of a Finding. Mr. Boehmer was sure the floor space was less than 3,000 but agreed to take measurements the next day and report back to the ZBA.

A motion was made by Noah, seconded by Michael, that the Zoning Board of Appeals finds that provided the project at 18-22 Baker Avenue involves 3,000 square feet, or less, of enclosed floor space that the change of use from barn and garage to office/studio is approved, and it is so voted.

Motion passed: 4-0-0
Faye said that a notice of a bond cancellation for an SBA cell tower had been received. She sent a letter of response reminding the cell tower company that a bond must be in place.

The Board discussed a complaint made by Tom Johnson concerning a proposed project by Andrew Quient. The Building Inspector had told Mr. Quient that he could have a home-based business by right. Mr. Johnson then filed a complaint with the Building Inspector. The Building Inspector continued to say that Mr. Quient could have a home-based business. Mr. Johnson then requested a meeting with the ZBA to discuss the matter. Joe told Faye to provide the paperwork to Mr. Johnson to schedule a hearing. The paperwork was sent but never returned.
Discussion took place concerning possible changes to the bylaws, including changes to hone-based businesses and small-scale cell towers. The Board had not seen the exact wording for the changes, but it is expected that a meeting between the ZBA and the Planning Board will soon be scheduled.
Michael left the meeting at 8:44 p.m.

Noah had attended a webinar on changes to state  zoning laws. He will send the Board a link to the presentation.

The Special Permit hearing for Andrew Quient was tentatively scheduled for April 15 if all Board members are available.
At 9:13 p.m. Chris moved that the meeting be adjourned. Noah seconded this. The vote was unanimously in favor.
