ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS

MEETING MINUTES JUNE 30, 2022
A duly posted meeting of the Shelburne Zoning Board of Appeals was held via Zoom, on June 30, 2022.

Chair Joe Palmeri called the meeting to order at 7:04 p.m.
At 7:05 p.m. the meeting was recessed for the purpose of a Public Hearing for Residence @ Mill Falls.
The meeting resumed at 7:47 p.m.
Michael said he was hesitant to act on this until approval was given at Town Meeting, as has now been done.
A motion was made by John, seconded by Michael, that the Zoning Board of Appeals finds that under Section 10.1.2 of the Shelburne Zoning Bylaws that, based on the applicant’s submission, information presented at the public hearing, the documentation provided including Drawing C1.104 dated October 5, 2021, the vote of Town Meeting on June 11, 2022 granting a 72 square foot easement to the applicant for the installation of the proposed balcony, the applicant’s assurance that the ten (10) foot high balcony and its supporting structure at any point will not be less than eight (8) feet above the elevation of the sidewalk at all points, and the advice of Town Counsel that such a determination is permissible, the Board finds that the change, extension or alteration adding a balcony to the second floor, on the Deerfield Avenue (north) face of the existing structure located at 10 Deerfield Avenue (Map 41, Lot 100), is not substantially more detrimental than the existing non-conforming building/use to the neighborhood.

Town Counsel had told Joe that under section 10.1.2 a Finding was the right thing to do in this situation and a variance is not necessary if there is a Finding.
