ZONING BOARD OF APPEALS

MEETING MINUTES JANUARY 4, 2024
A duly posted meeting of the Shelburne Zoning Board of Appeals was held via Zoom, on January 4, 2024.

Chair Joe Palmeri called the meeting to order at 7 p.m.
An ad hoc committee was to have discussed creating bylaws for special events and food trucks. The ad hoc committee had then turned it back over to the Planning Board and/or the ZBA. Eric had come up with a dozen examples of special event bylaws. Some examples were quite simple. A template bylaw from Brimfield was thought to be too complex for Shelburne. Joe said it was his understanding that a special event bylaw was to be a general bylaw and as such, would be up to the Selectboard to create and enforce. It is unclear what the town wants – to encourage or discourage special events or food trucks.
At 7:15 p.m. the meeting was recessed for a public hearing for Ursa Marder.

The meeting resumed at 7:53 p.m.

The board agreed to deliberate on the Marder application. 

The Board found the following:

This business would be clearly secondary and incidental to the residential use as it would only occupy one small room.  

The residence is jointly owned by the applicant and her brother. She does not plan to have any employees.

No external changes will be made to the building.

There will be no external display indicating that a business is located in the residence.

Traffic will not exceed volumes expected in a residential neighborhood. It is expected that there will be no more than four appointments per day.

Four parking spaces are located on the property, which given the nature of the business, was deemed to be adequate. A chain link fence screens the parking area from the neighboring property.

The business will not create any extra noise, light, air or water pollution.

The business will not cause any unreasonable hazards to abutters, vehicles, or pedestrians.

Based on the information collected and the above findings, a motion was made by Noah and seconded by John, that the Board vote to grant a Special Permit to Ursa Marder, 20 Main Street, Shelburne, MA 01370 to operate a home-based business for massage therapy and skincare at property located at 20 Main Street (Map 41, Lot 27), with the following conditions:


1) Clients are required to park in the driveway, not on the street;


2) The permit is given only to Ursa Marder and expires at the end of her use and/or when the property is           
sold;


3) Only one practitioner is allowed to operate at a time.

Joe announced that he would not accept reappointment to the ZBA when his term is up at the end of the fiscal year. He will be sending a letter, this week, informing the Selectboard of his decision. He said he had enjoyed his time on the ZBA but had had enough. He may agree to serve as an alternate. John said he might be willing to return as a full member of the board.
At 8:30 p.m. a motion was made by John, seconded by Noah, to adjourn the meeting.
